Objective of the programme: Sensitization of the faculty members about the Gender 
issues. 
 
Speaker: Prof Anjali Gandhi, former Dean, Faculty of Social sciences and professor of 
social work at Jamia Millia Islamia, New Delhi.  
Professor Gandhi has been In charge of women studies Centre, Chairperson of 
University complaints committee on sexual harassment and Chairperson for formulation 
of policy for protection of women at Jamia Milia University for several years. She has 
served as project director for many government projects related to women and children 
issues. She has also been one of the Director for training counsellors for HIV/AIDS a 
project sanctioned by Global fund Geneva. 
She has also done an anthropological study on Indians in Panama (Central America) 
which was published by Ministry of Education, Panama. 
Recipient of various awards she has authored several books and has written 
extensively on issues of women and children. Besides contributing articles in various 
books, journals and newspapers, she had also made various presentations at Human 
Rights commission at Geneva way back in 1998. She has also served on governing 
Boards of Various Universities including Tata institute of social sciences.

Brief Report of the programme:

There were faculty members who believed that women should stand up and revolt for 
the hardships that they face. There were also discussions about the increasing trends of 
psychiatric and depressive illnesses among women because of lack of support from 
husbands and in-laws etc.

Professor Gandhi in her talk gave many examples from her social work which were very 
related and entertaining as well.
